□ Student must be 16 to 18 years old at the time of the Future Agent in 

Training  

course (August 4-8, 2014).  

□ Student has a G.P.A. of 3.0 or higher.  

□ Student has completed two essays (see section VII).  

□ Student understands they must be present each day of the FAIT program and 

they  

will be responsible for their  

transportation to and from the FBI Washington Field Office. (FAIT program 

hours  

are 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.).  

 

What: Future Agents in Training (FAIT) is a program hosted by the FBI's  

Washington Field Office that invites high school students to receive  

hands-on-training. This program works to educate and inform students about 

the  

mission of the FBI's divisions: criminal, counterterrorism, intelligence,  

counterintelligence, and administrative. Students learn from special agents,  

intelligence analysts, language specialists, and professional staff about  

investigative tactics that include gathering evidence, interviewing 

witnesses,  

capturing criminals, and solving cases.  

When: August 4-8, 2014 

Where: FBI's Washington Field Office 

Who: Students must be 16-18 years of age at the time of the Future Agent in  

Training course (Aug. 4-8, 2014) 

Cost: FREE
